Introduction and summary of requirement

The City of Vancouver would like to secure a contract for the supply and delivery of Geomaterial for the Vancouver Landfill.  The successful Supplier will provide Geotextile and Geogrid in total covering an area of 23,000m^2 of each material, budget depending, discretion to City of Vancouver. The Contract will be for two (2) year term and the City will have the option to extend three (3) additional two (2) year term, maximum up to eight (8) years. 
2.0
Background
City of Vancouver at the location of Vancouver Landfill needs geotextile and Geogrid material in certain specification (as per 8.0 Additional Documents) to complete Stage 3 and Stage 4 of the project Upgrade Existing Compost Facility. Geotextile and Geogrid material is necessary for installation as a part of asphalt profile placed in Vancouver Landfill Compost site. This material will be used in Stage 3 (2021) and Stage 4 (2022) of project Upgrade Existing Compost Facility. Project budget is part of WBS CEG-00045 (Upgrade Existing Compost Facility). Area left to be paved is 23,000m^2, and will be completed in Stage 3 (2021) and Stage 4 (2022).

Supplier will have to provide and deliver the following material to Vancouver Landfill compost site at Vancouver landfill (5400 72nd street Delta, Road 30, compost site, North East corner).
(a) Stage 3:

· In August/September 2021 will first provide and deliver geotextile to cover area of 11,000m^2. Depending of the availability of the geotextile material, City is preferring wider rolls. 
· City of Vancouver or on site contractor will unload the material on desired site.
· City of Vancouver will have subbase material place on top of gotextile and inform the Supplier they are ready to have geogrid material delivered next.
· In August/September 2021 will then provide and deliver geogrid to cover area of 11,000m^2, on top of subbase. Depending of the availability of the geogrid material, City is preferring wider rolls.
· In September/October 2021 Supplier and City of Vancouver will complete invoicing for Stage 3 material procurement.
(b) Stage 4: 
· Depending on budget and project milestones, Stage 4 will commence in the period of June 2022 and complete in November 2022.
· City of Vancouver, Transfer and Landfill Operation staff will inform the Supplier when exactly Stage 4 will start.
· Tentatively in August/September 2022 the Supplier will first provide and deliver geotextile to cover area of 12,000m^2. Depending of the availability of the geotextile material, City is preferring wider rolls. 
· City of Vancouver or on site contractor will unload the material on desired site.
· City of Vancouver will have subbase material place on top of geotextile and inform the Supplier they are ready to have geogrid material delivered next.
· In August/September 2022, the Supplier will then provide and deliver geogrid to cover area of 12,000m^2, on top of subbase. Depending of the availability of the geogrid material, City is preferring wider rolls.
· In September/October 2022 Supplier and City of Vancouver will complete invoicing for Stage 4 material procurement.

· Supplier to provide dimensions of material rolls they have available.
· Supplier may suggest access material to be used to have rolls overlap in the most efficient manner.
· Supplier should guarantee delivery of material in three (3) working days from the date of the order. 
· Supplier should provide exact delivery date and time four (4) hours after the order is placed by purchase order or verbal/written communication so the City can organize material unloading. Best time in a day for unloading for the City is between 9AM-11AM on regular working days.

· Supplier need to provide accessible team member that will be available to address any questions regarding material specifications, material availability and delivery details to City of Vancouver site contact. Preferable method of communication is via email and mobile phone.
